1. The Reward for Faithfulness by the Disciples —

e They were the ones that stood by Jesus in his trials — he appreciated their
support
e Just as the Father granted Jesus a Kingdom - he now grants them something
They can eat and drink at his table in His Kingdom
e Matthew 19:27-30 - They have followed Him, and in the regeneration
(renovation) of all things:

1. They will sit on thrones judging the 12 tribes of Israel
2. lsaiah 1:26 — ““..I will restore judges as at the first, and thy counselors
as at the beginning....”

2. The Church in the Millennium

o |l Peter 2:12 — If we die with him, we shall live with Him; If we endure, we shall
also reign with Him

e | Cor. 6:1-3 — Dare we Christians take another Christian to court when we shall
judge the world..

e Rev. 5:9-10 - And hast made us unto our God kings and priests, and we shall
reign on earth

e Rev. 2:25-29 - ..”He that overcometh ..I will give power over the nations”

e Rev 20:4-6 — the thrones and they that sat upon them, and judgement was given to
them....

e Luke 19:15-20 - ...the parable of the 10 pounds..the faithful was given authority
over 10 cities

e Matthew 25:19-30 ...parable of 5-2-1 talent - the faithful over a few things were
made rule over many things...

3. In the kingdom they that had been last shall be first and they that had been first
shall be last. For many may be called but few chosen.
